Minutes of September 5, 2007 meeting

1.  Kathy Binkowski, Superintendent of Schools welcomed everyone back to the Coalition. She praised the work of the Coalition, discussed its accomplishments and said that now is a time of transition. She introduced Roberta Brown and Lynn Davis as the new Co- chairs. Dr. Binkowski said that while the work of the Coalition has been centered on the development of the   after – school program at the Middle Schoo and the Community Conversationsl, the group will need to determine its areas of focus for the future.

2. Jan Hayes reported that the Substance Abuse Action Council and the Chairman of the Town Council have designated the Coalition as Plainville’s Local Prevention Council (LPC). The LPC is eligible to receive a $3,100 grant for substance abuse prevention activities. Currently the money is administered by Plainville Youth Services, and funds the Slick Tracy substance abuse prevention curriculum for 7th graders, as well as the Youth Services Teen Challenge and Summer Adventure programs for middle and high school students.

3. Roberta Brown and Lynn  Davis introduced themselves as the new co – chairs and said that they look forward to discussing issues such as  mission, goals, adding new members, and other issues at  the October meeting. They will be developing a short survey that will be e – mailed to members which will help to determine  future goals, as well as logistical issues such as meeting time and location.  

4. The League of Women Voters consultant Sonja  Ahuja called Roberta earlier in the day to say that the date for the  Conversation training  must change.  The  group  picked September  25, at  4:00 at  the  Middle School as the new date. 
5.  Conversation Committee Reports: 

a. Invitation and flyer were prepared during the summer and mailed to all Middle and High school parents. Elementary school children will bring home the flyers this week in their backpacks.  About 75 invitations were mailed to other individuals representing groups including elected officials, clergy, business, students, and others. 

b. As of the meeting, 10 adults and 7 youth have responded. 
c. Publicity – will incude  a press release, info posted on the school website, Nutmeg TV, Adult Education brochure, district staff notes.
d.  Carole will make large posters that will be available for distribution around town, including Town Hall, all school buildings, Family Resource Network, YMCA, Gnazzo’s, Big Y 

e. Food – Sue reported that Gnazzo’s will provide pasta, chicken drums and thighs tossed salad, cookies and brownies for 110 people for $575.  Everyone agreed this is a nice menu and a great price. 

f. Entertainment- Cathy Frayler has secured an interactive DJ at a cost of $200

g. Babysitting – if there are pre –school children attending, Jeff Williams will get someone to provide child care. 
h. Carole will book cafeteria, and 5 breakout rooms. She will arrange for a 

screen and projector to be placed in cafeteria for the conversation  and in the library for the Sept. 25 training.         

i. Power point  -  Cathy Frayler will install the Power Point on her laptop 

for viewing in the cafeteria

j. Evaluation /survey -  Jan presented a survey which was approved with some  changes. Choice 2 on the Powerpoint was reworded.

k. Agenda – Roberta presented a draft copy of the agenda , based on the 

      League’s recommended timeline

l. Registration – Jan and Eric will sit at a registration table and sign people in . Name , address, phone# and e –mail will be recorded as well as an invitation to join the Coalition

m.  Folders will be put together at the Middle School with the assistance of the  KIM student helpers Lindsey and Roberta will coordinate.   Copies of the Agenda, Power Point, Survey and League Questionnaire , and description of the Coalition
n. Supplies – Roberta and Lindsey will do a  purchase order for chart pads, paper, tape, markers, folders and name tags
