Clarification of Roles/Responsibilities

· After – School Program.

David Telesca, Assistant Superintendent of Schools discussed his role in overseeing the After – School Program and providing supervision and support to Lindsey Matteo. He also explained / clarified  the role of the Coalition as an advisory group to the program and the role of the Board of Education as one of governance for the program. 
· KIM (Kids in the Middle) 

Donna Osuch provided and overview of the history of the KIM program as a United Way initiative, and explained how the Plainville committee of the United Way Community Solutions Council merged with the Coalition for the purpose of implementing the KIM program in Plainville. Subsequently, the position of After- School Program coordinator was combined with KIM coordinator resulting in one position. Lindsey Matteo was hired in August of 2005 to implement both programs. Donna distributed a document that included the KIM promise statement and the targeted outcomes of the program.  It was discussed and agreed that the role of the Coalition is to advise and provide support to the KIM program. 
· LPC ( Local Prevention Council) 

Roberta Brown distributed an outline of the Local Prevention Council grant program. It was discussed and agreed that the Coalition will continue to serve as the LPC. The role of the LPC is to enhance and facilitate local involvement in the development and implementation of primary prevention activities which focus on all stages of human development.
