3. Updates- Lindsey announced that the after – School Programs received a $300,000  2 – year grant to enhance the After – School programs at the Middle School and Wheeler School. The Coalition received a grant for $1250 from the Norton Trust Fund to support the Community of Concern initiative. The Coalition participated in the Community Service Fair held at Plainville High School on Dec, 12.  Approximately 30 students visited our table and signed up to learn more about the Coalition. A follow up meeting will be held on January 17 at Plainville High School. 

4. A work session was held with each subcommittee reviewing its goals, objectives and activities.

5. Subcommittee reports:

Community Connections for Kids:  The conversation focused on increasing the involvement of community organizations and individuals with youth.  David will create two surveys; one for adults which will survey their interests, skills and availability; and one for youth to determine their areas of interest.
