Minutes of May 4, 2009 meeting

Emily Jensen: Building Bright Futures Training 

Emily discussed the Building Bright Futures in Connecticut Training, which is a healthy child and adolescent social – emotional development training and education program. 

Building Bright futures is highly interactive and draws from each participant’s experience to discuss why and how to promote child and adolescent mental health. This free training targets individuals in the state workforce who have little or no mental health training who serve Connecticut’s  children, adolescents, and their families to provide skills that will enhance their abilities to meet the needs of the populations with whom they work. 
The presentation was very well received by Coalition members and discussed possible uses within their respective agencies. 

General Updates:
 1.  Financial Report:  A donation of $ 200 will be made to Project Graduation leaving a balance of 543.61 in our account.  A stipend of $200 from the SAAC grant will be paid to Allen Broyles for serving as Coalition Webmaster.
 2.  Strategic Planning:   June 1 from 10:00 – 12:00, is confirmed for the strategic planning session. John Daviau SAAC consultant has been asked to facilitate the meeting as part of his SAAC duties.
1. 5th Anniversary Celebration Debrief– Members concurred that the event was a great success. Very positive feedback was received from community members who attended. 
2. Publicity – an article from the Community Connections for Kids committee is due in May. Community Awareness and Prevention’s article is due in June.

3. SAAC Parent Program – Members were encouraged to publicize the upcoming parent program featuring Dr. Kaminer on May 20, at 7:00 at the Middle School. SAAC will create a new flyer for publicity and distribution. 

4. Leap to MSP program – A good response was received from each elementary school. The program begins this week and will take place at each elementary school for the first two weeks and at the Middle School the last week. The YMCA is staffing the program which will focus on helping students to have a successful transition to Middle School.
5. Drug- Free Communities Grant – Marlene McGann from SAAC was not in attendance. Roberta mentioned that SAAC is interested in mentoring the Coalition so that we would be ready to apply for the DFC grant in 2010. 
Member Updates:
Paula Broderick reported that funding cuts at the New Britain YWCA will impact summer programming. 
Kelli Wallace said the last session of the After-school program will be May 4 to June 8. There are 41 children enrolled which is about half of the previous session enrollment. Kelli is unsure about funding for a summer program at this time. 

Cathy Frayler said that funding for the STARS program is not certain at this time.

Sally Miller reported on the many camps offered by the YMCA. She said that registration is about 4% behind last year at this time. Camp costs will be prorated as a result of school ending later than expected. 

Donna Cavallaro said that the PFRN will not be providing summer programming but will be collaborating with the library for summer reading programs. 

Father Kapriel announced that he will resume his role as SAAC representative to the Coalition. 

Roberta reported that Youth Services will be sponsoring the weekly Summer Adventure program for students in grades 6-8. The KIM program will sponsor weekly summer community service activities.

The next meeting of the full Coalition will be on Monday, June 1, at 10:00 AM at the Youth Services/Recreation building.
