1...   General Updates:

       Grant updates – We received a grant from the Plainville Community Foundation for $800 to further the goals of the Community of Concern. Discussion ensued about potential summer programming as a result of the unexpended fund balance in the Norton Trust grant. A meeting will be held with the YMCA to discuss collaboration around summer programming. 

2. Sub-committee updates:
 Community Awareness and Prevention/Community of Concern:  The Risky Behavior event was debriefed. Approximately 80 people attended. Evaluations were passed around for members to review. They were very favorable. There was some discussion among attendees regarding the presentation of substance abuse prevalence among young people in the community. Concern was expressed that the actual incidence is higher that what was presented. As a result of the feedback from attendees, plans are being made to develop a follow-up program for parents in the fall on internet use. 
Community Connections for Kids:  Lindsey reported that the Kids in the Middle Program was selected as the YMCA’s recipient for the Caring Organization of the Year award. 

Opportunities for Youth Beyond the School Day: Cathy passed out the Program Information Guide draft that the committee has been working on. The guide is a listing of all non/profit leisure time programs and activities in a matrix form. Once the guide is complete it will be posted on our website. 

3. Member Updates:  Duckworth reported that the Statewide Sexual Assault Violence Prevention Team is looking for partners from the community. They meet monthly at the Hospital for Special Care in New Britain. The next meeting will be held on June 18 at 1:00 PM. Duckworth also reported that the University of Hartford is offering a summer basketball camp for youth ages 7 – 17 in June. 
 The next meeting of the full Coalition will be on Monday September 8, at 11:00 AM at the Youth Services/Recreation building.  Subcommittees will continue to meet over the summer.
