2.  Personal Safety Programming –   Paula Broderick from YWCA Sexual Assault Crisis Service attended the district’s administrative council meeting in February. Paula provided an overview of the personal safety curriculum available to the district. District administrators are slated to discuss the curriculum at the March meeting. Coalition members were invited to participate in planning the parent program to be held in the spring. Karen Cox volunteered to be on the committee. Potential topics discussed included Facebook and sexting. 

Student Advisory Committee – Roberta, Lynn and Jonathan met with the high school students to continue planning for the dance tentatively scheduled for April 16. Coalition members were asked to serve as chaperones for the dance which will be from 7 – 10PM. The Coalition will be providing financial support for the dance. 
Prescription Drug Take- Back – The Take Back will be held on April 17 from 9 – 12 at the Senior Center. Roberta passed around a sign –up sheet for members to volunteer at the event. Evelyn provided an overview of the event procedures. 
The flyer will be uploaded to the Coalition’s website and Lynn will write a press release. 
Evelyn attended a training entitled “Maximizing your Role as a Teen Influencer”

and provided packets of information including a power point presentation and other materials that can be used for a parent program. 

After – school needs assessment – Lynn distributed a copy of the updated survey which will be available for students to take in school through the month of April.  
Pioneering Healthy Communities (PHC) – Roberta provided and overview of the training that was held in Washington D.C. The focus of PHC is to reduce childhood obesity which is becoming an epidemic.  The Coalition will collaborate with the PHC team as the goals of the initiative align with the goal of positive youth development.
