General Updates:

1. Growing Up Online Workshop – The Growing Up Online Workshop will be held on Monday evening December 1st. Eight parents registered to attend the workshop which will be facilitated by Tom Kennedy and Ann Farmer from the Plainville school district.

3. Community Service Fair- Roberta reported that 37 students completed interest surveys at the Coalition booth. Roberta and Lynn will meet with interested on December 15th at Plainville High School to further discuss opportunities to be involved with the Coalition.
4. Publicity –Roberta reminded subcommittees to prepare an article for the media as a follow up to the initial article that appeared in the Plainville Citizen.
Sub-Committee Reports:

1. Community Connections for Kids:  The committee will work making the survey link more prominent on the Coalition website.  In addition, subcommittee members will each meet with a local business to discuss their involvement with youth in the community.
